• O Sulloc Tea Museum: This museum has a tea gallery, rest area eco-

friendly and cafe, visitors can enjoy delicious tea-based desserts.

• Aewol Coastal Road: At Jalan Ilju west will meet the coastal road

zigzagging up and down to Aewol for about 10km.
